Requirement
The individual receiving this award must be related to American Baptist Churches USA.

Specific Criteria
Nominees may be American Baptist professional or lay leaders who have worked to strengthen the
educational program at an American Baptist-related college or seminary.

Selection Process

In November 2008, the Recognition and Awards Committee of the Board of National Ministries will review the
nominations and select a recipient to recommend to the full Board. Following the vote of the Board, the
recipient will be notified. All those making nominations for this award will also receive the name of the chosen
recipient. Those nominees not selected will receive a certificate of recognition.
