Hispanic Ministries, with roots dating back more than a century to
pioneering work in Puerto Rico and elsewhere, has modeled church
planting and growth initiatives for the entire American Baptist family.

Black Church Ministries, embodied in 1,200 largely African American
congregations, draws from the diverse antecedent communities and wor-
ship styles of Africa and the Caribbean as well as from a triumphant
witness in this country in the face of long-standing oppression.

Asian Ministries, which has grown from mission work among Chinese
immigrants in the 1870s, encompasses within its approximately 135
churches the influences of nearly 15 Asian and Pacific Rim cultures.

Indian Ministries, supported in pioneering days by home mission evan-
gelism efforts and initiatives to ensure just treaties, itself includes a rich
diversity of native cultural traditions.

For these and other distinctive communities within the American
Baptist family, important bridges of understanding and fellowship
are being built by Intercultural Ministries.
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
