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Jesus is enough. That’s the core belief of Dr. Jeffrey Johnson, National Coordinator for NET Strategist/Specialist for Evangelism. “God sent Jesus only to help the world,” says Johnson. “He was enough then and he is enough now. We are called to present Christ to the world.”

For Johnson, the conviction has been longstanding. “Evangelism is what I believe I was born to do,” he explains. Since his teen years, Johnson has preached the Gospel message and shared his personal faith with others. He served as pastor of three churches and worked in street evangelism, prison ministries, crusades and renewal meetings.

As director of Evangelism, Johnson provides leadership for one of the American Baptist NEW LIFE 2010 goal—to reach 1,000,010 new believers by 2010. (The other NEW LIFE 2010 goals are to plant 1,010 new churches; reach out in a multitude of caring ministries; and transform congregations.) He also is charged with developing and implementing an evangelistic strategy to take American Baptists beyond the next decade.

Working with people in regions and churches provides a natural connection. “It’s the people in the pews and the pastors in the pulpits who introduce people to Christ,” Johnson says. “And that’s where the baptizing and discipleship happen.”

Johnson seeks to inspire and encourage church members with evangelism information and training. Through networking within and beyond the denomination, he gathers resources to help American Baptists reach out to a variety of people in a variety of settings.

“Evangelism simply means sharing with someone else what our faith means to us,” says Johnson. “People need to hear—and they need to see by the way we live our lives—that the Gospel affects everything we do.”
